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We are delighted to present our
report to you in the auspicious
year of LIWB's 130th anniversary.
We have been providing quality

services to this community since
1878 and we hope that the past
year has lived up to the hopes
and aspirations of the founders
of this organisation.

The past 12 months have not been
without their challenges. We have had to
make some hard decisions to safeguard
the future of this organisation and to
preserve services for this community.

This report will show the impact of
some of those decisions. In strategic
terms, much of what we do together is to
plan for the short and long term whilst at
the same time assessing and minimising
risk for the organisation. We opened our
new Wellfairshop in order to generate
much needed income. The past year
has shown the shop to be enormously
successful; far beyond our best hopes.
We also carried out an appraisal of
the Board to see how effective we are
at Governance level, and reinforced
management and personnel to ensure
that LIWB is well positioned to meet
the constantly changing needs of the
community.

A major preoccupation during the
year has been our financial position.
We started the year with a significant
projected deficit, and prudent financial
management coupled with the generosity
of donors, particularly one or two
notable legacies, has enabled us to
improve our fiscal status. However, with
the anticipated reduction in statutory
monies and the economic downturn, the
pressure is on, and growing!

In operational terms, The Marjorie
& Arnold Ziff Community Centre and its
associated services have now become
established as pivotal parts of the Leeds
Jewish community; indeed, they almost
appear to have been taken for granted.
Whilst this shows we have settled down
and have become part of the every day
life of the community, we are well aware
that taking anything for granted is a threat
